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The article discusses the prospects for criminological security and the role of information component in the
providing of criminological security. Today the urgent need is to extend the scope of human security, society and
the state from crime through such areas as the protection of objects against crime, working with victims (including
potential), a complication of the implementation of criminal activities, addressing the social consequences of
criminal assault awareness-raising activities, etc. That is, it is in fact the criminological security. While human
security is a system, which is included as a component of the system of national security, and this determines the
feasibility anthropocentric approach to the development of the concept of security from criminal threats.
Criminological security is a qualitative aspect, a “cluster” of national security in its complete manifestation, which
is determined by the specifics of criminal threats entire range of objects and components of national security. The
integrative nature is common for criminological security and information security too. Any dependence in social
systems has informational nature, and any event or action, including the interaction of information systems,
predetermined information (or need it), so information area plays an important role in the providing of
criminological security. The research in the area of information laws will be facilitate the transfer of substantive
focus from the attacked object (the crime) to the security object (person, society, state), effective forecasting
criminological security and adjustments in the approach to developing the national security concept. The
development of ideas about criminological security, which essence is a protection of each person, according to the
value of the informational basis in human life and modern society, provides the solution of new tasks not only in
criminological area, but the aim, which will be significant contribution to the provision of all components of
national security (economic, environmental, military, political, technological, informational and other) and
contribute to building a constitutional state, where the crime prevention and reduction of crime will be considered
not only as an final aim, but as an interim goal of anti-crime policy.
