GENESIS OF JEWISH LEGAL SYSTEM DEVELOPMENT

The Jewish legal system has a long history of more than three thousand years. Mostly, those were the times when
Jewish people existed without their own State and they lived in various diasporas during long periods, not having
even a single spiritual center. However, despite the loss of national independence and the united spiritual center, the
Jewish people could not only preserve their legal system, but develop it during thousands of years.

According to the author, the genesis of the Jewish legal system should be considered in the light of the following
historical stages:

I. Biblical era.

1. A period of patriarchs (from the times of Abraham (the XX — XIX cent. BC) till the runaway of Israelites from
slavery in Egypt (mid-thirteenth century BC).

2. A period of Sinai legislation (since the runaway of Jewish people from slavery in Egypt and granting the Law to
the people (mid — early thirteenth century BC).

3. A period of judges (from the twelfth century BC to the eleventh century BC which ends by the election of the first
king of Israel named Saul).
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4. A period of the First Temple (since the times of the third king Solomon who built the Temple till its destruction by
Babilonians in the VI century BC).

5. Halut and a period of the Second Temple (since the Babylonian captivity in the VI century BC till the conquest of
Judea in the first half of the IV century BC by Alexander the Great).

11. Hellenization and zuhot period (since the Greek conquest in 331 BC before the 1 century. Period nixt (zuhot)).
I11. The era of the Talmud.

1. Tanaim. A period covers 1 — 2 centuries, it begins with Hillel’s activity and continues until the completion of the
Mishnah.

2. Amoraim. A period is named in honor of lawyers and law teachers — amoraim lasted from the beginning of the
third century to the end of the fourth.

1V. Post-Talmud era (a period of “gaonim”) (continued from the end of a period of savoraim to the middle of the
eleventh century). V. Rabbinical era.

The rabbinical era in the history of the Jewish legal system dates back to the mid-eleventh century and lasts until the
eighteenth century. It covers two stages:

1. o73iwR7 (“Rishonim™) — translated from Hebrew it means “first”. The so-called period of first rabbis runs from the
X1 to the middle of the sixteenth century.

2. o370 (“Aharonim”), which is translated as “the last”. A period of the last rabbis dates back to the second half of
the sixteenth century and continues until the eighteenth century.

VI. A period which covers the time frames since the loss of judicial autonomy to the transformation of the Jewish
legal system into the legal system of the State of Israel. It started from the middle of the eighteenth century and lasted
until the second half of the twentieth century.

Each from the listed above stages is characterized by specific conditions under which the Jewish legal system was
developed. Depending on the political, economic and social conditions under which the Jewish people were, the legal
system was marked either by slowness or intensity of development. However, despite a long history of the formation,
the Jewish legal system came into the world history and science, as such, that numbers over 3000 years of continuous
development.
