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The paper studies general prevention as a goal of penalty in the form of imprisonment, its essence, origin, mechanism
of action and direction, as well as correlation with special prevention. General prevention (together with special one)
is a kind of precautionary purpose of punishment, which is an achievement of the education and humanistic concept
of criminal law. If the punishment is not guided by this purpose, it is unnecessary as too harsh and dysfunctional.
General prevention is aimed at eliminating and neutralizing the causes and conditions of crime and suspension of
specific crimes. The main means of preventive action is intimidation, formation of a sense of fear of punishment.
General prevention is developed for indefinite group of people, not for everyone, but only for the unstable and thus
capable of taking the threat of punishment (others are guided by such motives as conscience, unwillingness to cause
harm to others, the habit of law-abiding behavior, religious instructions, etc.). General prevention can affect those
who have not violated the law, as well as those serving imprisonment (in respect of which a special prevention is
already applied). Indirect indicator of achievement of general preventive goal can be considered the number of crimes
committed by previously convicted persons. For general preventive mechanism to be effective there has to be a
required set of real threat of punishment and perception of such a threat by individuals. This threat is manifested in
the presence of criminal law sanctions, inevitability of punishment, trial, and publicity of sentencing etc. General and
special prevention are implemented comprehensively, because only the application of penalties, including
imprisonment, confirms the reality of the threat contained in the law. General preventive goal (as well as special
preventive one) remains the purpose of imprisonment for the whole duration of its application, as in the current
situation fear does not lose its role and is able to prevent crimes of varying severity and in different spheres of life.
However, fear does not eliminate subjective determinants of crime; therefore goals of prevention are achieved in
combination with corrective (educational) impact of punishment. In addition, the legislator must supervise punitive
(repressive) function of imprisonment, because it creates the illusion of enhancing efficiency of punishment, and the
sentenced is used as a means for achieving general crime prevention. In the application of penalties, it is necessary
not to give priority to general or special prevention, as well as to other specific purposes of punishment.
