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The article analyses modern foreign experience in prevention of corruption-related offences including
acceptance of offer, promise or making an illegal advantage by the official. On the basis of summarizing
of such experience, several models to prevent official corruption are proposed: progressive, basic,
transitional and radically repressive.

Progressive model is represented by such countries as Singapore, Finland, Kingdom of Sweden, Kingdom
of the Netherland, Kingdom of Norway, Denmark, and Switzerland. They hit the first top 10 for a long
time in the rankings by the level of corruption perception of international organization Transparency
International. Progressive character of corruption prevention in above-mentioned countries approves in
transparence of state power, high social standard of public service, independent media, inevitability of
criminal responsibility for prevarication etc.

Basic model include Germany, USA, Japan, Great Britain, Australia, Belgium, France etc. Success of
these countries in the official corruption prevention is achieved due to the strict selection of office
candidates for the governmental authorities’ posts, high level of citizens’ legal awareness, deserved
officials’ wages and proper pension system, tight financial control.

Transitional model is represented by post-soviet countries (Georgia, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania), which at
the last time achieved significant success in the field of corruption prevention. Anticorruption policy of
these countries has the following features: deregulation of economy, privatization of state enterprises,
refusal of limitation of competitive environment, contraction of state authorities’ powers, tax cuts,
officials’ lustration, improving the system of providing administrative services to the population.

Chinese People's Republic, Iran and some other Asian countries related to radical-repressive model.
There predominate repressive over non-punitive (preventive) approaches to corruption prevention. The
basis of the prevention is bringing to criminal responsibility with term of imprisonment of ten or more
years or infliction of death penalty.

It is established that more effective is an anticorruption policy, which based not on repressive measures,
but first at all on a realization of general social and preventive directions of prevention of corruption and
its individual instances.

Ukraine belongs to the transitional model of corruption prevention. It is explained by formation of
anticorruption legislation, creation of special authorities in corruption prevention sphere, random
character of court practice with unequal law enforcement in cases of penalty imposition to different
categories of officials.
