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The reflections reproduced in the specified publication represent, determined
by the expediency of understanding the general contours of the perception
of punishment of war criminals at the historically primary stage, an intermediate
result of comprehending the issue of punishment in international criminal law
through the prism of recursion.

A comprehensive understanding of punishment during the Nuremberg era
was found to be based on a conglomeration of ideas and manifested itself
in the form of integrated components of a complex multidimensional
construct. It is determined that, as a result of the initiation of the prohibition
of aggressive war in international law and the establishment of responsibility
for crimes against international peace, punishment is primarily represented
as a powerful deterrent against possible recourse to illegal war in the future,
as well as an effective means of combating the glaring anachronism whereby
those convicted of murder are severely punished in accordance with domestic
law, while high-ranking officials of sovereign states who commit crimes of
a similar nature but on a massive scale, remain unpunished and at the same time
as an effective instrument for preventing such crimes. It is established
that punishment is presented as a key element of the “new philosophy
of better international law” introduced by Nuremberg, characterized by
“peace and justice”, as a “measure of correctness” or that which “balances
the scales of justice”, “a safeguard against living in fear”, and that which
“gives law meaning and significance”, transforming it into “law — the law
with the sanctions”. It is noted that punishment is presented as an essential
attribute of a realistic approach to international law based on the principles
of reasonableness and fairness, giving hope to those who never had it
and justice to those who suffered from injustice. It is revealed that punishment
serves as a tool for restoring trust in the law and as an indicator that formal law
embodies justice and is enforced, and that its norms contain or reflect a general
sense of justice and are universally binding.

It is emphasized that in the pursuit of international rule of law in the process
of creating a new order, punishment itself'is identified as an integral component
of the cornerstone of the “house of peace” and the foundation of “new
international law”, as a new method based on fundamental law that makes it
possible to effectively solve the issues of the XX century and the following
centuries.
