NATURAL AND LEGAL FEATURES OF COEXISTENCE OF MAN AND THE STATE
(INTELLIGIBLE AND SENSIBLE TERMS)

Determining intelligible and sensible dimensions of features of human existence in the natural and legal
space it is important to reveal the content of the concept of «man» as a personality, as well as the
characterization of a person as a special social being.

So, according to General Psychology, man is first of all a biological creature that, unlike other animals,
possesses consciousness, language, and ability to work, evaluates and changes the world around him. On
the other hand, man is a social creature.

The state must ensure the protection of human natural rights; otherwise it is no sense for the state
existence. According to natural human rights which are guaranteed by natural law, it is clear that only
some «perfect» form of the public society can guarantee human rights. Moreover, the state must produce
its own legal system on the base of such natural (true and perfect) rights.

Regarding the forms of the harmonious coexistence of man and state there is an important question
whether a person is a part of the state, or, on the contrary, the state is a part of the person, in other words,
whether the state exists for man or man exists for the state.

In the context of natural and legal approach to the problem it is worth noting that the essence of the
relationship of «man-state» lies in the fact that man has become the creator of the society and all its
formations before the state creates those or other conditions for the social life of man. Therefore, the
priority is given to a person in this relationship, though at a particular stage of the state development a
person cannot live without the state as a social formation.

The basic models of the interaction between man and state are: 1) antagonism in relations; 2)
conformism; 3) parity in relations.

A person begins to exist in harmony with the state due to understanding his place within public society,
the formation of own attitude to his role in the state, and the state ensures the sphere of personal existence
and realization.

Legal state and civil society must embody the ideal of human existence, in which there is no need to
distinguish between the natural-legal space and the positive-legal field of the state. Coexisting with the
state under the conditions of harmony and being in the state man should feel its humanist nature, and the
purpose of the state is to ensure the free development of human being and to create proper living
conditions.
