SPECIAL CONFISCATION UNDER THE CRIMINAL LAW OF FOREIGN COUNTRIES

Innovation of the current Criminal Code of Ukraine is establishment of the rules on special confiscation —
a compulsory measure aimed at confiscation of tools and means of committing a crime, items obtained by
criminal acts, and other illegally acquired property.

Among the legislative approaches to the regulation of special confiscation the author allocated two most
common forms of consolidation of the compulsory measure investigated criminal laws of foreign
countries: 1) special confiscation — additional form of punishment; 2) place of special confiscation among
other measures of criminal legal nature (including security measures).

Consolidation of special confiscation as an additional punishment is carried out in the criminal codes of
the countries which consider the measure as being in functional purpose able to restrict property rights
and freedoms of the person who committed the crime. In particular, the Criminal Code of the French
Republic applies special confiscation for specific crimes, but the law does not detail specific objects of
confiscation. Criminal laws of Japan, Finland, the Netherlands, Azerbaijan, Belarus provide criteria for
objects that may be subjected to confiscation and do not impose restrictions on the type of offense the
commission of which can be followed by given compulsory measure.

In most developed foreign criminal laws special confiscation is not fixed as criminal penalty, but is
provided as other action of criminal legal nature (legal consequences of the crime, including security
measures).

Limitation of the objects of confiscation only to objects used or intended to finance terrorism, organized
group, illegal armed formation, criminal organization is not seen as positive one.

The author believes that provision for confiscation of items that served and were intended to commit a
crime; otherwise directly related to a crime unless they are to be returned to the victim or to another
entity; were the subject of an offense connected with violation of ban on the manufacture, possession,
issuance or transportation of certain items is quite reasonable. Such provisions exist in the criminal law of
Poland, Spain and Switzerland.

The author notes the necessity of a better in-depth study on the use of special confiscation in terms of the
degree of participation of person in the crime. After all, public danger of an act accessory (art. 27 of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine) in litigation is evaluated not uniformly, but depending on the type of
specifically committed crime.

Also noteworthy is the criminal law of Denmark on the applicability of both full and partial special
confiscation.

The establishment of the rules on the use of special confiscation when the person is not subjected to
criminal liability because of being under the age of criminal discretion or lack of jurisdiction, or exempt
from criminal liability or punishment on the grounds provided by law, except for exemption from
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criminal liability in connection with the lapse of time in the Criminal Code of Ukraine, as in the criminal
laws of some countries is approved.

It is proposed to improve the rules enshrined in art. 96-1 and 96-2 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, with
regard to results of the study of the practice of application of the measure of impact in the context of the
provisions of the new Criminal Procedure Code of Ukraine.

DEVELOPMENT OF DOMESTIC LEGISLATION ON CRIMES AGAINST LIFE
IN XVIII CENTURY IN TERMS OF LEGAL COMPARATIVE STUDIES

The article deals with the research of the history of development of the national legislation on crimes
against life. The main stages in the evolution of this institution in the XVIII century are determined.
Release of Ukrainian lands from the rule of Polish nobility and further development of feudalism required
profound change in Ukrainian law and its codification considering primarily the interests of the Cossack
authority, because it was necessary to combine into a whole regulations of different origin, acting at the
Left-Bank Ukraine after its accession to Russia and often contradicting each other: they were Lithuanian
Statute, “Kulm Law”, “Sachsenspiegel” etc., and Ukrainian customary law and jurisprudence, the Russian
legislation. According to royal decree of 1728, representatives of the Cossacks formed special
codification committee, which finished its activity in 1743 elaborating the draft collection of laws known
as “Rights to Sue Little Russian People”. According to high legal technology “Rights to Sue Little
Russian People” is one of the most valuable monuments of Ukrainian legal culture of the XVIII century.
Although the code was not officially in force, fifteen years of work of Ukrainian lawyers had a positive
impact on the further development of Ukrainian law. Regarding completeness and clarity of the law and
abstract legal definitions, perfect legal terminology, the code was the most perfect among existing statute
books of that time. Attention of legislator of Hetmanate was focused on crimes against life and bodily
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
