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The article looks into the basic nature of and discusses particular aspects of the institution of the European
Union citizenship. It spotlights the issue of the influence of the European Union citizenship on the
constitutional and legal status of foreigners in the European Union countries.
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The results of the conducted analysis of the European Union legislation and the national legislation of
some European Union countries regulating foreigners’ legal status show that two discrete categories of
foreigners are distinguished. The first category comprises foreigners who are European Union citizens;
the other category includes foreigners who are citizens of third countries, i.e. individuals who are non
European Union citizens. Accordingly, foreigners who are European Union citizens enjoy far broader
scope of personal, political, social and economic rights on the territory of the European Union member
states than foreigners who do not hold the European Union citizenship.

The article also considers some terminological issues concerning the definition of such notions as
‘foreigner’ and ‘citizen of third countries’ which are used in the European Union regulatory acts and in
national legislation of the European Union member states to refer to foreigners who are non European
Union citizens.

The author claims that when discussing the foreigners’ constitutional and legal status in the European
Union countries the most important is their classification according to the criterion of holding the
European Union citizenship. This makes it necessary to introduce such terms as “internal (domestic)
European Union foreigners” and “external European Union foreigners” into scholarly use. Accordingly,
internal (domestic) European Union foreigners are individuals who are citizens of any European Union
member state and establish legal relations with another European Union member state, whose citizens
they are not; external European Union foreigners are individuals who are not citizens of any European
Union member state and establish legal relations with any European Union member state.
