CONCEPT, OBJECTIVES AND ESSENCE OF RESTORATIVE JUSTICE

Criminal model doesn’t effectively encourage to the decreasing of criminality level. Also the problem exists in fact
that society doesn’t believe to the government possibility to this problem solving.

Restorative justice is called to renew and to return that condition which existed before crime commission with the
help of justice. It’s foreseen the active both parties participation for result getting which is in the interest as the
conflict parties as community in general.

In the base of restorative justice concept such values lay: 1) creation the possibility for the victim, the violator and
representatives of the public, on their voluntary desire to meet to discuss a crime and its consequences; 2) restitution -
compensation by the offender of the harm done to the victim; 3) reintegration - restoration and healing of the victim
and offender, assistance of their reintegration into society; 4) inclusion - a possibility of active participation of the
offender and victim in the solution of the situation connected with an offense.

Only the purpose in conciliation between the offender and the victim may seem a bit absurd but it’s the difficultness
of such concept realizing. When the state is one of the parties as prosecutor who supports the state accusation, it
causes the other emotions in distinction from situation where the offender see only victim which he caused a damage
and intermediary that, unlike judges, is not intended imposition of penalties, but only directs towards conflict
resolution.

International practice testifies that restorative justice gets its own recognition.

But in spite of wide using of restorative justice in practice, the theory doesn’t have the unanimity in the determination
of this concept.

Using of restorative justice in Ukraine is not legislatively admitted but it is active the list of legislative acts including
international which foresee its institutionalization.

The absence of enough regulatory bases mingles to the institutionalization process and it is also necessary some time
for changes in active social stereotype about justice and new conception getting.

So the restorative process — is a new look to the justice which foresees the active participation in conflict parties and
in need of a community, in their decision, for achievement of recovery result which aims not at punishment of the
guilty person, but indemnification, and restoration of an emotional condition of the victim and offender for the
purpose of understanding the last of negative consequences of the illegal actions.
